I LIAOCHENG UNIVERSITY

Liaocheng University is a Shandong Provincial Applied University, located in Liaocheng
City — known as the "Water City in Northern China"™ — in Shandong Province, the birthplace
of Confucian culture. The university currently comprises 23 colleges, offering 26 first-level
master's degree authorization disciplines, 21 master's professional degree categories, and 74
undergraduate programs. Its academic disciplines cover 13 fields, including Philosophy,
Economics, Law, Education, Literature, History, Science, Engineering, Agriculture,
Management, Art, Medicine, and Interdisciplinary Disciplines. Six disciplines — Engineering,
Computer Science, Materials Science, Chemistry, Agricultural Sciences, and Botany & Zoology
— have been ranked among the top 1% globally in ESI.

The university has over 34,000 full-time students, including undergraduates, postgraduates,
and international students, with more than 2,000 full-time faculty members. Among the faculty,
over 1,400 hold doctoral degrees, 232 are in senior professor positions, and 816 are in associate
senior professor positions. It has recruited renowned experts and scholars such as double-
employed academicians, chief scientists of the "973 Program”, Taishan Scholars Distinguished
Experts, Taishan Industry Leading Talents, overseas high-level experts, experts receiving
special government allowances from the State Council, and National Excellent Teachers. The
university boasts national-level teaching teams, provincial excellent teaching teams, and Huang
Danian-style teaching teams. It houses 4 national-level research platforms, as well as multiple
provincial and ministerial-level scientific research laboratories, innovation centers, and high-
level disciplines. It undertakes a large number of national, provincial, and ministerial-level
scientific research projects and has won numerous high-level scientific research awards. Its
research on Pacific Island Countries, the Arctic, Canal Studies, and Yellow River Studies enjoys
international renown.

Adhering to an open school-running philosophy, the university vigorously implements the
internationalization strategy. It has carried out international cooperation and exchanges with
more than 100 universities and research institutions in over 20 countries and regions. Currently,
foreign teachers and students from more than 30 countries work or study at the university. It
has co-established 2 Confucius Institutes in Jordan and Samoa.

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LIAOCHENG MUNICIPALITY

Liaocheng City, hailed as "Water City in Northern China -Pearl of Two Rivers" and the
location of Liaocheng University, is an important central city in western Shandong Province. It
boasts over 5,000 years of civilized history and more than 2,500 years of urban construction
history. As a National Famous Historical and Cultural City, it is the only city where the Yellow
River and the Beijing-Hangzhou Grand Canal substantially converge. Prehistoric Longshan
Culture, traditional Confucian Culture, Canal Commercial Culture, and Yellow River
Agricultural Civilization have blended deeply here, nurturing over 400 cultural relics and
historic sites as well as 12 national-level intangible cultural heritages, and forming an open and
inclusive urban temperament.

Liaocheng is located at the junction of Shandong, Hebei, and Henan provinces, covering
a total area of 8,628 square kilometers with a permanent population of 5.8 million. It enjoys a
prominent transportation location: it is only a 1.5-hour drive from Jinan Yaogiang International
Airport, and the Beijing-Kowloon Railway, Jinan-Hanzhou Railway, and multiple national
expressways run through the city. The Zhengzhou-Jinan High-Speed Railway has been put into
operation, the Xiong'an-Shangqgiu High-Speed Railway (expected to open in 2026) is under
accelerated construction, a civil airport has been approved and is pending construction, and the
Luxi International Inland Port connects domestic and foreign regions. Liaocheng is gradually
becoming an important regional comprehensive transportation hub in North China, facilitating
travel for international students.

As an international exchange city, Liaocheng is home to national-level international
cooperation platforms such as the China-Pacific Island Countries Climate Change Cooperation
Center and the China-CEEC Agricultural New Quality Productivity Demonstration Base. It has
established friendly cooperative relations with 31 cities in 17 countries across four continents,
boasting a strong atmosphere of international exchange. To facilitate the life of international
students, 34 bank branches in the city provide bilingual services and foreign card acceptance,
ensuring high living convenience.

Here, international students can immerse themselves in traditional Chinese culture: climb
the Guangyue Tower (first built in the Northern Song Dynasty) to overlook the panoramic view
of the ancient city, wander around Dongchang Lake to experience the water city scenery of "a
city within a lake and a lake within a city”, and participate in intangible cultural heritage
experience activities such as paper cutting, Ejiao production, and Liaocheng Eight-Angle Drum.
Liaocheng has successively won titles such as National Forest City, National Garden City,
China Excellent Tourism City, and China Hot Spring City. With distinct seasons, beautiful
environment, and social stability, it is an ideal place for international students to pursue further
studies and experience culture.

|. Eligibility

1.1 Basic Eligibility

English).

1.2.2 Certificate of national/regional graduation examination or matriculation

examination.

1.2.3 Results of such international standard tests as SAT, ACT, A-Level, AP,
IB or others.

1.2.4 Other supporting materials.
2. Language proficiency

2.1 Chinese language proficiency requirements are as stated above, but
applicants on bachelor degree programs taught in English language must pass
HSK-4 (180 points) or above prior to graduation at Liaocheng University.

2.2 Applicants whose native language is Chinese or who can provide proof of
studying at a high school where the teaching language is Chinese can apply for HSK
test waiver in the Online/Offline Application System for further approval by
Liaocheng University.

2.3 Good English language proficiency. For those whose native language is
not English, please provide test report of English language test (e.g.,
TOEFL/IELTS/others).

2.4 Other language proficiency proof for international students on
programs lectured in languages other than Chinese and English.

3. Others

3.1 Aged 18 or above (by date of application, for degree program
applicants). Applicants under 18 to non-degree programs should produce relevant
supporting documents to Liaocheng University (Agreement of parents or other legal
guardians, for instance).

3.2 For those who have given up their original Chinese citizenship and
become foreign citizens, the citizenship conditions should meet the latest
requirement of Ministry of Education of China.

3.3 Statement of financial support.
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VIl APPLICATION PROCEDURES
1. Online/Offline Application

1.1 Create your account in the Online Application System available at
https://lcu.at0086.cn/StuApplication/login.aspx.

1.2 Complete the application forms on http://sie.edu.cn, or contact the
admissions officer whose contact information you may find at the bottom of this
brochure. Application should be processed during the application periods.

1.3 Upload all materials as required on Online Application System, or send by
email the documents as required to admissions officer.

1.4 Pay the application fee (300 RMB yuan) online or pay when arriving at
Liaocheng University to complete your application.

1.5 Application can also be processed at Chinese Embassy/Consulate,
Confucius Institute(s), Chinese Department in universities, or other accredited
organizations.

2. Comprehensive Evaluation and Application Review

2.1 Applications submitted with all the information correct and complete will
be evaluated by Liaocheng University.

2.2 Integrative Test/Interview

2.2.1 Applicants whose application materials have passed the Application
Review will be admitted to the Integrative test/interview. The method and time of
the Integrative test/interview will be informed in advance.

2.2.2 Integrative Test/interview may be held at Chinese Embassy/Consulate,
Confucius Institute(s), Chinese Department in universities, other accredited
organizations, or directly with Liaocheng University Admissions Officer online.

2.2.3 Applicants who apply for certain programs may be asked for extra tests
or documents for second review.

2.2.4 Outstanding applicants recognized by Liaocheng University may
have the integrative test/interview waived and get an offer directly.
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3. Admission Decision and Offer

The admission decision is based on a comprehensive evaluation of academic
performance, language ability, supporting materials, as well as Integrative

test/interview (if applicable).

4. Schedule

4.1 Online/offline application is terminated by end of each May or
November, or 2 months ahead of final admission for applicants to respective
programs.

4.2 Admission materials/final offer is sent to applicants or recommendation
or sponsor organizations in each July or December, and applicants apply for a
Chinese visa at the local Chinese Embassy/Consulate, and arrive at Liaocheng
University on time specified in admission materials/final offer.

4.3 Liaocheng University offers conditional free pickup to new international
students at Jinan International Airport, Jinan Railway Station, Jinan West Railway
Station, Liaocheng Railway Station, or other destinations decided and clarified by
Liaocheng University.
